The Professionalism Award recognizes a commitment to professionalism through 
excellence in pharmacy practice. Nominations are now open and will close on 
August 1, 2025. This year, the award will be presented during the in-person 
Pharmacy Technician Conference on September 12-13th 2025 
 
 

AWARD DESCRIPTION  
 
PTSA members are invited to nominate a pharmacy technician or assistant for the 
award. Self-nominations are also welcome and encouraged. Candidates must be an 
active PTSA member. All nominations should include a completed nomination form and 
a letter of support. The letter of support should highlight how the member has 
demonstrated professionalism. A summary of accomplishments or resume should also 
be submitted. All current board members and committee leads are eligible for the 
award. All members of the awards selection committee are NOT eligible for the award. 

One winner will be selected to receive a $300 cash award and an engraved plaque. 
Attendance at the conference is encouraged but not mandatory. If unable to attend, 
arrangements will be made with the winner to deliver the cash award and plaque.  
Incomplete nominations or nominations received after the deadline will not qualify for 
the award.
